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MOC has begun installation of the initial electronic water
meters. Not all homes will receive an electronic meter at this
time. We do not have a timeline on when we can expect
additional meters to be delivered.

When MOC installs the meter at your residence, a door tag
will be placed on your front door with instructions on how to
download the app and create your account so that you can
track your water usage.
